What is
GEAR UP?

West Virginia GEAR UP serves students graduating from
participating schools between 2022 and 2028. All High School
seniors are eligible to participate in the GEAR UP program
through their freshman year of postsecondary education. For a list
of participating schools, visit WVGEARUP.org.

Senior students and their families participating in WVGU receive
special services helping them succeed in their education after high
school. WVGU students will also receive assistance after
graduation as they transition into the first year of postsecondary
education.

West Virginia GEAR UP (WVGU) is a
program funded by the US Department of
Education and stands for Gaining Early
Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate
Programs. More than 40 states across the
United States have GEAR UP programs. In
September 2021, WVGU received a $24.5
million dollar grant to serve more than 17,000
middle and high school students across
Boone, Clay, Lincoln, Logan, Mason, Mingo,
Nicholas, Roane, Wayne, Webster and Wirt
counties through 2028. 

WVGU students receive
academic enrichment,
such as SAT/ACT prep,
tutoring, dual credit and
credit recovery, and
transition workshops.

Students and families benefit
from financial aid and college
counseling, FAFSA
completion workshops,
financial literacy programs
and much more!

All services provided by WVGU are FREE to students,
families, and educators. Services are designed to help
students and families plan, apply, and pay for education
and training beyond high school. Seniors may participate
in a number of WVGU sponsored activities and services.

Seniors in high school can sign up to receive college
counseling via text messages through the TXT 4
Success Program. The text messages sent serve as
general college reminders and advice, such as key
deadlines and regular check-ins. The program works
with students into their first year of college to ensure
they are transitioning well into college life. 

Students who opt-in to the service can text at any time
to have any of their college questions answered by a
real college access advisor. This program is free for all
West Virginia GEAR UP students.
